As School Councillors we:
· Give every pupil in school a voice in the decisions which will affect them
· Listen to suggestions, ideas and problems, then present them during School Council meetings to be addressed. 
· Make sure Greenside is a safe and happy learning environment for all.
School Council Rules.
· We are good role models and follow the Great at Greenside Rules.
· We wear school uniform and our school council badges.
· During meetings, only one person speak at a time. 
· We all listen respectfully to each other.
· We work as a team and share ideas. 
· Be respectful and support others to share their opinions and ideas. 
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There are two elected representatives from each year group from Year 1 to Year 6. 
The nominees create their own manifesto, present it to the class followed by a democratic vote. Each child has one vote, the teacher counts the votes without the children present and the new representatives are announced in a whole school assembly.
Meetings.
Meetings will take place every two to three weeks. There will be two meetings every half term. For these meetings to take place there must be at least 9 councillors present (quorum).

Member Roles.
Each member of the school council will have the opportunity to present any ideas, agenda items or feedback from their class. Each pair of councillors will take turns to be the chairperson and take the minutes for the meeting. 
If any events are organised by the council, a team leader will be selected. 
A link teacher/adult will attend all meetings and support the council in their role. This will include sharing relevant information with the whole council and liaising with any school staff where needed. 
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Votes during council meetings
For any votes to take place, quorum needs to be met and a democratic vote will be lead by the link adult. The link adult does not have a casting vote. This ensures that all councillors can witness that each issue is voted on fairly. If the vote is a tie the nominated chairperson for that meeting will have the deciding vote. 
The whole school will be notified of any decisions made. This may be via the council display, assembly or during class feedback. 
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
