Dear Parent/Carer,  
 
Our Young Voices experience for 2026 is quickly approaching and the children have worked 
incredibly hard learning all of the songs during our rehearsals. We are very excited to be performing 
in Sheffield arena on Tuesday 10th February 2026; please find within this letter the final information 
for the concert day.  
 
On the day of the concert, children in the choir will be taken via coach to Sheffield with members of 
school staff. We will eat lunch once we arrive in Sheffield and there will also be a break at 5.00pm 
where children will eat a packed tea. Therefore, please ensure that you send your child to school 
with two packed lunches on this day, one for lunch and one for tea before the concert begins. 
Please also send your child with an adequate number of drinks for the entire day.  
 
Pupils should wear the clothes outlined below to school on the day of Young Voices so that they are 
dressed ready. Many children have purchased a Young Voices t-shirt, which should be worn on the 
day. Alternatively, pupils must wear a plain white t-shirt. Young Voices have asked that the children 
wear plain black trousers or skirts, therefore we are allowing the children to wear their plain black 
PE leggings or trousers on this day. These should still be accompanied by their green Greenside 
jumper, hoody or cardigan. Young Voices have also asked that children don’t wear any head bands 
or hair accessories (other than a bobble).  
 
The concert will begin at 7.00pm and finish at 8.45pm. For any parents attending, you should have 
now received your tickets and the doors will open at 6pm. After the concert, all children will then 
return to school by coach. We ask that you collect your child from school at an estimated time of 
10.00pm. Please note, there is no facility to collect your child from Sheffield Arena and all children 
will need to return to school on the coach.
